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Term 2 finishes tomorrow at 2.30pm with our final assembly beginning at 
2pm. It has certainly been a busy time with much achieved in all areas of the 
curriculum. All students will receive their English and mathematics data sets 
for semester 1 when observation books are returned home on Friday. 
Congratulations to all students on their achievements. 
  
On Tuesday evening I was privileged to attend an event with Cubs and 
observe Thomas Romeôs investiture into Cubs. Thomas was welcomed into the 
pack by his sixer Ted Cooper. Whilst there I learned of Joanna Cameron-
Johnsons achievements whilst a Cub and in particular her being awarded the 
Grey Wolf. This is the highest award available to Cubs. Only 5% of Cubs get 
awarded it. Cubs need to undertake some prescribed coursework through the 
weekly program, but also undertake some interest badges, assist in 
developing activities for the Cub pack, and plan and undertake a hike with 
other Cubs. She is the first Cub from Queenscliff Sea Scout Pack to be 
awarded this in 10 years.

School Council also met on Tuesday evening where some topics covered 
included new fundraising initiatives in support of our play pod project and 
auctioning a ófund my projectô grant application.  
 We also discussed the key outcomes of our curriculum day where we had 
analysed data and set targets for student learning. The major changes to 
begin a trial in semester 2, so day 1 term 3 of a change to the timetable with 
the morning instructional sessions being 9-10.30am (maths & community 
circle), recess 10.30-11, session 2ð11-1pm, lunch 1-2pm and the final 
instructional session being 2-3.30pm. This means an earlier recess and later 
lunch with the traditional early years fruit snack probably at 12pm. 
The reason for these changes is to maximize children's English learning time 
as we believe that the high percentage of late arrivals results in students 
missing some care instruction and then impacts on their results. The day will 
begin with Community Circle and Maths/Numbers learning and the mid 
morning  2 hour block will be English learning. It is anticipated that these 
changes will result in even greater number of students demonstrating 
academic growth across the 12 month period, both within and beyond the 
expected levels.  
 The second change relates to reporting and we have taken the decision to 
introduce a new format in semester 2 (end of year) which will be a simple 2 
page data focused report. Observation books will no longer be part of our 
approach.
